Enterprises qualify as micro, small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) if they 
fulfill the criteria laid down in the table above.  

In addition to the staff headcount ceiling (Criteria A); an enterprise qualifies as an 
SME if it meets either the turnover ceiling or the balance sheet ceiling (Criteria B).  

In 2012, a survey was completed for the UKCG which recognized the SME 
classifications for VolkerHighways and VolkerFitzpatrick to be as follows
